MINUTES OF MEETING ON DECEMBER 10, 2015

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Approval of Minutes:  Mayor Richardson made the motion to approve the minutes from the November 12, 2015 meeting and was seconded by Mr. Sutton it carried unanimously.  
Old Business: 1) Mr. Sutton said he appreciated the ones who worked on getting the parade together.  It was a good parade; this includes Joe, Samantha, Glenda and the men in the back.  Mr. Sutton also stated that the Christmas lights look good.  Mayor Richardson stated that the company is working on the electronic sign. It is going slowly.  Mr. Lee stated that he has called Mr. Stevenson every day and told him that we need this sign up by the end of this week.  Mayor Richardson stated that we need to take as long to pay him as he has taken to put up this sign.  
Person Appearing Before Council: Andre Dorsey from the Boys and Girls Club-- Mr. Dorsey thanked everyone for letting him come and talk with council.  He gave the council an update on the Boys and Girls Club.  Their attendance is continually increasing.  He is looking to build futures for young kids in Hemingway.  The Club holds ages from 16 to 18 years of age.  Their teenage enrollment is one of the highest around.  He is excited to think that teenagers who drive chose to come to the club instead of being on the streets.  He had several students who went to college come back this year and asked if they can work or volunteer at the Club.  He thanked council again for their support.
Administrator’s Report: 1)  The woman from Clemson University has postponed their plans of coming in the next few weeks due to students being involved in the football championship activities.  She stated that they are planning on coming the first of the year. 2) Monica Richardson is currently working on the audit.  Mr. Lee stated that he hopes she will be able to present it at the next council meeting. 3)Mr. Lee asked Chief Todd to say a few words about the remains that was found earlier this week.  Chief Todd stated that it was human remains and they were at the crime scene approximately 4-5 hours.  The teeth were sent to MUSC but they were not able to use them.  Chief Todd stated that he had to transport DNA evidence to SLED in Columbia.  Several individuals DNA was taken.  The remains were in the vacant lot behind Big Country Chevrolet between two old trucks.  Mrs. Crosby asked how was the remains found.  Chief Todd stated that a 17 year old was wandering back there and took a picture of a leg bone sticking out of a boot.  4) Mr. Lee asked if any councilmen need a flu shot.  Several council members said yes and Mr. Lee stated that the pharmacist that came last year was not with CVS anymore.  If they want to get the shot, they can pay for it and the Town will reimburse them.  If they want to go to CVS, Mrs. Lewis will meet them there and pay for the shot.   5) The Town is working with FEMA and SCMIRF on flood claims.  6) Mr. Lee stated that he got an email from the architect on the plans for the Town Hall.  He has a copy of them if they want to see it.  The specs are for plumbing, electrical and floor plan.  Mayor Richardson asked if a copy can be sent to each council member.  Mr. Lee stated that once they get the costs, it will be presented to council for approval and then sent out for bids.  7) The Christmas Party is tonight at Big D’s BBQ Barn.
