Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

1st Reading on Amending Hospitality Tax:  Mr. Lee stated that this amendment is to get the attention of the owners of the businesses to comply with the ordinance of paying on-time.  This addition gives the Town the right to revoke or suspend their business license.  It also gives the businesses an appeal process.

1st Reading on Amending the Public Utilities Ordinance:  
Section 19.24: Mr. Askins spoke to council on the amendments of this ordinance sections.  He spoke with several towns including Newberry and Clemson and also with Cecil Kimry, Eric Buddin from the MASC and looked at websites.  These amendments will allow everyone to be treated the same.  This puts Samantha, Glenda, Ken and Joe on the same page.  The adjustments are done on an average and then adjusted.  These adjustments are approved by Ken or Mr. Lee and if they are not satisfied, they can appeal it to council.  Mr. Lee stated that he would like to change the amendment to say that the maximum adjustment is in the amount of $100.00 and the last sentence that states that anything over $200 must be brought to council for approval.  Mr. Lee stated that he feels that this can be done without coming to council for each adjustment.  If anyone appeals this, then they can come to council.

Section 19.21C:  This section of the ordinance allows the Town to charge a person, contractor, etc. in the amount of not more than $500 or imprisonment for up to thirty days or both for unauthorized use of the water.  
Section 19.21K: This section allows for the temporary use of the water with permission.  

Section 19.11: This section is to be able to enforce and apply penalties for any person willfully violating any provision of these rules and regulations.  

There was no other business and meeting was adjourned at 5:20 p.m.
